Umélkyné a studentka Anna Banytiuk byla nucena
odjet z ukrajinského Charkova kvitili valce. Vystava
Cesty do nezndma vznikla praveé z potreby zpracovat
zkusenost — odchod ze své rodné zemé, opusténi

domova a nejblizsich.

Dila vystavy se ale nesoustrfedi na samotny uték,
nybrz na obycejné kazdodenni situace a na osobni
vzpominky které po opusténi Ukrajiny zacala vnimat
jinak. Autorka zaroven upozoriuje na to, ze nékteré
motivy, lidské postoje nebo ciny se, vytriené
z kontextu, mohou jevit jako zahadné, symbolické,
nebo dokonce mystické. Vystava ukazuje, jak dfive
béiné okamziky ziskavaji novy vyznam, kdyz se
vsechno kolem zméni. A jak se z osobnich
vzpominek — skrze zkuSenost nuceného odjezdu —

stava silné téma.

JOURNEYS INTO THE UNKNOWN

August 1 — October 24, 2025

Anna Banytiuk, an artist and student, was forced to
leave her hometown of Kharkiv, Ukraine, due to
the war. The exhibition Journeys into the Unknown
was born out of the need to process this experience
— the departure from her country, family, friends,

and the loss of home.

However, the works presented in the exhibition do
not focus on the escape itself, but rather on
ordinary, everyday moments that Anna
encountered after arriving in Prague. The artist also
points out that certain motifs, human attitudes, or
actions, when taken out of context, may appear

mysterious, symbolic, or even mystical.

The exhibition shows how once-simple moments
can gain new meaning when everything around you
changes. It reveals how personal memories, shaped
by the experience of forced displacement, can

become powerful stories.
