Bohemia in Ceské Budéjovice, and since 2019, a student at
the Academy of Fine Arts in Prague, in the Painting Studio
1 (2019-2022) and Painting Studio 4 (2023—present), now
in her final sixth year. She is a painter, illustrator, graphic
designer, and fashion designer, as well as the founder of the
small (currently inactive) handmade fashion brand
Odsvetlusky and the miniature publishing house Kniznice

Kodiak.

In the space of the notoriously infamous former currency
exchange booth in the vestibule of the Namésti Republiky
metro station, Jitka Petrasovd presents a previously
unexhibited series of paintings—acrylics on canvas
alongside experimental works on paper, created using
a demanding layered mixed technique, inspired by her

extensive experience working with textiles.
